JUNIOR CANDIDATE FELLOWSHIP APPLICATIONS

To apply for Junior Candidate Fellowship you must be age 16 or over and

· undergoing secondary education and able to provide satisfactory evidence of their intent to take a degree in geology or a related subject (see above)
You can remain a Junior Candidate Fellow until the age of 19, however you must apply for full Candidate Fellowship upon registering for an undergraduate honours degree in geology or a related subject (natural science, mathematics or engineering). 
To apply please complete the Application form. Please note that you need to collect a signature from your course tutor/Head of Department  as a proposer for your application.

There is no admission fee for Junior Candidate Fellows. We will write to acknowledge receipt of your application. Elections take place five times a year.
