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The 2008 Geochemistry Group Research in Progress Meeting was held on 
Monday 3rd March at Burlington House (London). This one-day event was 
attended by 80+ delegates, mostly PhD students. The theme of the meeting was 
‘New developments and novel applications in isotope geochemistry’. The 
meeting received 39 abstracts with authors coming from 16 different institutions, 
with Bristol University, Imperial College London, Edinburgh University and Royal 
Holloway being best represented. This meant that there was a full program of 15 
student talks and 22 posters.

The 
afternoon’s igneous themed session was 
kicked off by an invited talk by Tim Elliot 
(Bristol University) on Mass independent Ni 
isotopic fractionation in bulk meteorites. 
Prizes were awarded to Julie Prytulak and 
Romain Guilbad for the best student talk 
and poster respectively.
