We will send any queries we might have about your submission to this email address.

You can insert them into the word document at the place in your text where you would like them to appear but please also provide the images as separate files as we may need to alter the page layout in the final abstract booklet and it’s easiest if we can re-insert them using the original image file (we’ll probably use text boxes to group and position the figure and its caption as in this example). NB: while the abstracts PDF will be in colour, the printed version will be greyscale so please ensure your images will still be comprehensible if rendered as greyscale.
