3) This rate includes a free registration fee for one person per stand. Additional personnel will need to register as individual delegates at the appropriate rate. We would be grateful if the free entrant could complete and return the exhibitors’ registration form which accompanies these notes and any further paying delegates could register using one of the methods available on the NSGG web site (http://www.nsgg.org.uk/meetings) so that we can accurately gauge overall numbers.
4) The exhibitors’ rate also includes the opportunity to submit a short description of the exhibitors’ services (up to 1,000 words) accompanied by up to 4 images. The format will be the same as the template for presentation abstracts.
